Soo Min Lee finished her Masters Diploma in Accessories Design at Domus Academy in 2010 
with a thesis on Coccinelle. Angelo Mazzieri, Chairman and MD of Coccinelle, personally 
supported the 4 international students who chose the company from Parma for the subject 


of a thesis aiming to explore the role of handbags as a ”container” of our most personal 
items.  
   


 “Soo Min Lee stood out for her creative flair and for the simple and innovative approach she 
took for her sophisticated project – Angelo Mazzieri confirmed. We decided she had to be 
the one to create this collection because we believe in her skills. We are proud to work with 


her and show how important we think it is to help the talent of young designers emerge”.  
   
The Department of Fashion Design at Domus Academy has a close and tangible relationship 


with companies and leading industry professionals who offer their support for students 
during their training. The partnership with Coccinelle started 10 years ago and although it 
has had various formats over the years, i t has always been based on a very important unity of 


purpose: discovering, supporting and developing creative talent.  
   
The Assemblage capsule collection was inspired by the trademark elegance and functionality 


of Coccinelle collections. It challenges the cliché that bags are a private space by putting 
accessories that are usually “hidden away” on the outside, making them part of a new 
aesthetic. The collection has 4 styles – a shopping, a tote handbag, a hobo and a  clutch – all in 
nappa calfskin in electric blue, chocolate brown, asphalt grey, hide and black, with contrasting 
feature details.  
   


The bags exude the fresh and dynamic spirit of this young Korean designer and the collection 
is the outcome of research that was initially an analysis of assembly in contemporary art and 
children's toys, and successfully combined a blend of materials, shapes and size with a new
