Print-to-print. The Coccinelle/Barbara Hulanicki collection for autumn-winter 2010/11 reinvents the
way we use prints. The famous designer, the icon of the glamour of Swinging London who was behind
the founding of the Biba brand, has brought out two patferns inspired by the idea of Seventies
Liberty whose personality changes depending on their materials.

And so her unmistakeable Art Deco pattern - the trademark of this limited-edition line of accessories
made in Italy - acquires graphic appeal on laser-worked pony skin but has retro allure on the kilim-like
jacquard chenille.

On the other hand, the new geometric East meets Westpattern - that also crops up on the linings, the
antiqued brass buttons and zipper sliders - places its bets on technical matelassé nylon and on
naturally tanned nabuck with fired embossing.

Easy mood. The opulence of the materials is all in the essential lines: opposites attract with the
Coccinelle/Barbara Hulanicki bags for next season. From the half moon shaped totes in matte buffalo
hide to the little messenger bags in imprimé velvet; from cylindrical bowling bags in leather to the
clutches in technical fabric: the volumes are agile, the lines are light and the pockets are intelligent.
And always a fouch of something unique: rows of snake link chains woven into the shoulder straps;
knotted handles in cotton ribbon or nappa leather; or the screen printed logo on the metal buckles.

Winter rainbow. A range of shades stolen from the world of interior decoration, the great love of
Barbara Hulani cki, colours the bags for autumn winter 2010/11 created for Coccinelle. Petrol green and
warm grey, midnight blue and peony red, plum and ink black chase after sophisticated plays of light and
dark. And so the prints rediscover these almost rarefied colour combinations, diluted with smooth hal f
tones. On the other hand, bags in buffalo hide and deluxe nylon explore the depth of sold matte
colours, with the slightest fouch of light lent by a zip or a golden fastening.
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
