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Coccinelle presents the first Coccinelle Kostas Murkudis capsule collection  


for autumn/winter 2010/11 


 


Coccinelle, Italian brand leader in the production and distribution of bags and accessories, i s involved 


in i ts second sensational design collaboration. Having set the ball rolling in 2008 with Biba legend 


Barbara Hulanicki , Coccinelle has now teamed up with the designer Kostas Murkudis, who is 


interpreting the brand anew with his uncompromising urban style. 


 


The partnership is further evidence of Coccinelle’ s commitment to working with international designers 


on very special projects. “We are very pleased to collaborate with Kostas Murkudis”, says Angelo 


Mazzieri , CEO Coccinelle. “He is a trai lblazer for the German market, the second-largest for  


Coccinelle and one which promises to deliver steady growth.” With the Coccinelle collection Murkudis is 


thus targeting a style-conscious clientele in Germany with a likely follow-up in the rest of Europe. 
 


His collections are complete conceptual artworks and he is just as likely to derive inspiration from 


materials and techniques as exciting personalities. Murkudis does not have a “Berlin style”. However, 


the vitali ty of Europe’s most exciting metropolis, his home, is undeniably an influence on his work.  


 


“Collaborating with Coccinelle has been my greatest challenge so far!” Kostas Murkudis’  flirtation with 


the lady’s handbag was initially cautious and well conceived. “If you understand the principle of a 


handbag it quickly becomes apparent that it is about much more than functionality.” 


 


In the three themes that evolved Murkudis thoroughly explores the full potential of leather. This 


resulted in one strong line whose fluted sections call to mind reinforcements for protective clothing 


for motorcyclists. In dark blue, English green and a gold hue in vintage-quality python leather,  


Murkudis transfers the striking look onto contemporary bag designs. 


 


Another of the designer’s passions is Japan: the culture of emptiness and abundance, the simplest 


forms in the highest quality. In a second line for Coccinelle Kostas Murkudis drew inspiration from 
Japanese boxes that are wrapped in string and tassels and closed using a special knotting technique. 


Whi le the form is sophisticated and understated, the colour is unquestionably urban: Murkudis opted 


for black and a challenging yellow gold.  


 


If the designer Kostas Murkudis has one obvious signature, however, i t i s the skin tones to be found in 


each of his collections. Here they are employed as detai l-rich riveted, naturally tanned leather. 


Riveting the material with studs, he refers to aviation and the visible joints on aeroplane wings. The 


delicate structure is subtly altered by imprints and which is partially laminated with transparent fi lm. 


Murkudis alludes to the pleasure of showing and vei ling – and not least to the body itself. “My designs 


are always rounded off by the person wearing them!” he says.  


 


The Coccinelle Kostas Murkudis capsule collection for autumn/winter 2010/11 includes a total of 10

Kostas Murkudis i s of Greek Decent, was born in Dresden and li ves in Berlin. He studied at the 
prestigious Lette Verein School of Fashion and worked with Helmut Lang for seven years. In 1994, he 
founded the brand “Kostas Murkudis”. He presents his men’s and women’s wear pret-à-porter collection 
at Paris Fashion Week since 1996. Kostas Murkudis uses sheer materials under graphic, minimalist, 
sharply-tai lored forms in his collections and likes to keep to a colour palette of black and neutrals.
