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Goodie Bag: new look and more good intentions for

New Goodie: New Shape. The rhythm of the collection is given by folds,  playful gatherings, 


arithmetically orderly seams. Maxi asymmetrical draping is used to define the volumes of the 


new Goodie Bag, the ethical bag that Coccinelle first created in 2007 to support the 


Francesca Rava - N.P.H. Italia Foundation (www.nphitalia.org) which is dedicated to helping 


the children of Haiti. This season the Goodie Bag is back with a whole new look and a choice 


of three soft and functional shoppers and an easy-chic clutch: featuring details designed to 


offer maximum comfort and shapes that show-off a fashionable city style.  


 


New Goodie: New Rainbow. Gleaming leather that sparkles in the light. Ultra soft suede. Hi-


tech fabric that is iridescent and hardwearing. The latest version of the Goodie Bag focuses 


on top quality materials: sophisticated yet “easy” and with a great, soft feel. And i t also 


reveals a palette of sophisticated colours: leather and suede go to extremes with colours like 


indigo, red and amaranth, or tickle the senses with gourmand shades like mocha and brandy. 


The fabric displays new and unusual touches of red and lead grey or hedonistic flashes of 


platinum and silver.  


 


New Goodie: New Project. After supporting the construction of the “Casa dei Piccoli 


Angeli”, the first rehabilitation centre for disabled children on Haiti, and “Francisville – New 


Work City” that aims to give youths living on this impoverished island the chance of a better 


future by offering them job training, Coccinelle has set itself a new goal with this season’s 


Goodie Bag. It will support the new “Safe Maternity programmes” which provide healthcare 


for all women of childbearing age. The programmes will also have the support of Italian 


volunteer obstetricians and paediatricians and aims to reduce childbirth mortality rates for 


mothers and babies, one of the highest in the world, and cut the rate of HIV and other 


diseases that are passed on by mothers to their unborn children. The programme will mainly 


be operative at San Damien paediatric hospital, but it will also intervene in the city slums of 


Haiti. The programme also entails a training scheme for local personnel run by Italian 


volunteer specialists from various structures in Italy such as the Mangiagalli clinic, Buzzi 


children’s hospital, Milan’s San Raffaele Hospital and Del Ponte Hospital in Varese.
