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Freely-flowing folds. Rippling gently like waves. Gathers breaking up the surface. Asymmetrical 


seams sculpting new volumes. These are the distinguishing marks of the new Goodie Bag, the 
ethical bag that Coccinelle designed in 2007 in support of Francesca Rava Foundation - N.P.H. 


Italia NPO (www.nphitalia.org) to come to the aid of the children of Haiti . Feminine by definition, 


the Goodie Bag for Spring-Summer 2011 flirts cleverly with opposites: easy shapes and a couture 


spirit; practical details and a super-glam feeling. The minimum common denominator for the 


shopper and clutch: a magnificent obsession for excellence in the finishing details. 


Deluxe shades. The simplicity of supple calfskin, as smooth as silk. And ultra soft suede. The 


latest version of the Goodie Bag focuses on “tailor-quality” leathers, capable of inventing plissé 
folds and the look of origami. And it reveals a palette of atelier colours: the calfskin explores 


the glossy opulence of red and brown, berry and pale blue, white, beige and black. The suede, on 
the other hand, plunges for the dusky glamour of navy and alabaster, orange and very dark 


brown.   


Good intentions. After supporting the construction of the “Casa dei Piccoli Angeli”, the first 
rehabilitation centre for disabled children on Haiti, and “Francisville - New Work City”, which 


aims to give youths living on this impoverished Caribbean island the chance of a better future by  


offering them job training, Coccinelle has decided to continue its support of the new “Safe 


Maternity” for a second year with the Goodie Bag. The goal: to provide healthcare for all women 
of childbearing age in order to reduce Haiti’s childbirth mortality rates for mothers and babies, 


one of the highest in the world, and cut the ra te of HIV and other diseases that are passed on  


by mothers to their unborn children. The programme is based in two maternity and paediatric 
centres in Haiti’s shanty towns and at Saint Damien Paediatric Hospital, whose new Maternity  


and Neonatal Care ward helps 15 children come safely into the world every day. It also  includes a 
training scheme for local personnel run by Italian volunteer specialists from many of the best 


healthcare organisations in Italy such as Mangiagalli  clinic, Buzzi children’s hospital, Milan’s San 


Raffaele Hospital, Del Ponte Hospital in Varese and Bambin Gesù Hospital in Rome for neonatal 


care.
